TEAM LISTS
Outstanding team lists and manager contact details are to be given to Mark Hayston before 10th  Nov.

THE DRAW 
A draw for for each week is placed on the website www.burnsiderugby.co.nz no later than Monday of each week.  There is a special Touch section on the website which carries  relevant information including draws, points , results etc Note, again this year  there will be Touch on 9th and 10thNov (Show Week). We will endeavor to play teams at the time requested but this is not always possible. E.g. Team A asks for and early game and Team B a late game but they are drawn to play each other. 
All managers are to check in at the draw board, situated outside the clubrooms, 10 minutes prior to each match being played. Ground allocations are also shown on this board. 
The movement of teams between sections within a grade will from time to time to enable all teams to retain a competitive position for the majority of the season. Movement is  solely at the discretion of the Touch Committee. It is possible that towards the end of the season divisions will be split into Championship and Plate sections, the latter carrying prize money less than the former.
CANCELLATIONS
Games will only be cancelled due to inclement weather and this decision will usually not be made until 3pm.  
If cancelled, a message will be placed on the club telephone and will also be on the  Burnside RFC  website www.burnsiderugby.co.nz.

DEFAULTS
If you do need to default, please  tell us as early as possible (Phone Burnside RFC 358 8099 or  Ross Dixon 0275 555361 –brfc@xtra.co.nz). This will enable us to advise the other team prior to the playing day or maybe even arrange another game for that team.
PLAYER OF DAY AWARDS
Managers are to complete ‘Player of the Day’ forms, available inside the front door of the upstairs lounge, and leave them in the Container on the table.
All teams are encouraged to socialize upstairs after their match and participate in their Teams Player of the Day Awards. These are held approximately 10 minutes after each round of games has concluded.
CHRISTMAS BREAK UP FUNCTIONS
These will be held on Wednesday 14th December and Thursday 15th December. They will be big nights so note them in your diary now.
REFEREES
We do everything possible to provide a referee for all games. If a referee is not provided, each team will need to referee half a game each. When this occurs, each ‘Ref’ will be given a complimentary jug ticket. To collect your ticket, see Mark. Please respect the Referees – they are hard to get.

Any person/s interested in being a referee are most welcome, we need you. Training provided throughout the season by experienced referees. A small re-imbursement is provided.

POINT ALLOCATION
Points will be allocated as follows. WIN=3 DRAW=1 LOSE=0, however if you default you get no points. One competition point will be deducted for every player sent off.
JUDICARY
A player ordered off will be required to appear before the judicial panel the following week at 5.30pm. Until a player appears before the judiciary they are not eligible to play again in any team in this module. Referees will complete comprehensive reports on all ordering off.
DRESS/FOOTWEAR
No sunglasses, earrings etc are to be worn by players. Suitable footwear is required – this means no bare feet. As a minimum, all players in a team should wear the same coloured top – numbered.

Touch on the Park

Basic Touch Rules

CHANGE OF POSSESSION:

Play restarts with a Roll Ball when:

· Ball to ground

· Dummy ½ touched in possession

· Dummy ½ places ball in touch down zone

· 6th touch

· Ball outside boundary

· Incorrect roll of ball

· Incorrect tap

PENALTY INFRINGEMENTS:

Play restarts with a tap ball when:

· Forward pass

· Touch & pass

· Roll ball off the mark

· Performing a roll ball prior to a touch being made

· Defenders offside at a roll ball (5 metres)

· Defenders offside at a tap ball (10 metres)

· Delaying play

· Obstructing or interfering with play

· More than the stipulated number of players on the field

· Incorrect substitution

· Claiming a touch when contact has not been made

· Excessive force when effecting a touch

· Obstruction (using other players or referee)

· Misconduct

SIN BIN:

May be used for serious misconduct .

TO PERFORM A PENALTY TAP:

· Place the ball on the ground

· Release from hands

· Tap with foot (no more than a metre)

· Retrieve cleanly

TO SCORE A TOUCHDOWN:

· Ball to be grounded on or over the score line (body does not have to be over the line)

· Players may dive to score

· Dummy ½ can not score

· No forward passes in the touch down zone

REFEREE’S DECISION IS FINAL
